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12. Defendants Coast, DeForrest, Enviro-Tech, Gilstrap's and Restoration 

have infringed and continue to infringe the '812 Patent by making, using, selling, or 

offering to sell in the United States products, devices or methods that embody or 

otherwise practice one or more of the claims of the '812 Patent, or by otherwise 

contributing to infringement or inducing others to infringe the '812 Patent. Plaintiff 

is informed and believes that the acts of infringement occurred in the State of 

California, County of Los Angeles. 

13. Defendants' infringement of the '812 Patent is and has been willful and 

deliberate. 

14. As a direct and proximate result of Defendants' infi'ingement, 

contributory infringement and/or inducement to infringe the '812 Patent, Plaintiff 

has been and continues to be damaged in an amount to be proven at trial. 

15. Defendants infringement is ongoing and has caused, and, unless 

enjoined and restrained by this Court, will continue to cause Plaintiff great and 

irreparable injury to, among other things, Plaintiffs good will, business reputation, 

and market share. Plaintiff is therefore entitled to injunctive relief enjoining and 

restraining Defendants, and their respective officers, agents, servants, and 

employees, and all persons acting in concert with them, and each ofthem, from 

further infiingement ofthe '812 Patent. 

PRAYER FOR RELIEF 

WHEREFORE, Plaintiff prays for judgment against Defendants as follows: 

(1) For a judicial determination and declaration that Defendants have 

infi'inged the' 812 Patent; 

(2) For a judicial determination and decree that Defendants' infringement 

of the '812 Patent has been willful;

Patent by Defendants, their officers, directors, shareholders, agents, 

servants, employees, and all other entities and individuals acting in 

concert with them or on their behalf; 

(5) For an assessment of prejudgment interest on damages; 

(6) For a declaration that this is an exceptional case under 35 U.S.C. 

Section 285 and for an award of attomeys' fees and costs in this action; 

(7) For such other and further relief as the Court deems just and equitable.
